In this manual, system refer to the CORS online abstract submission system, and  CORS 
refer to Combined Meeting of the Orthopaedic Research Societies unless otherwise 
stated.  Quoted uppercase words such as “NEXT”, “SUBMIT”, “EDIT” refers to buttons on 
the system website.

Screen Resolution: 
We recommend setting your screen resolution to 800x600 pixels or greater. 
Users with a screen resolution of 640x480 pixels may have a faint display. 

 
Buttons: 

“NEXT” 
When you click “NEXT” on the confirmation screen, your input is temporarily saved as 
long as the browsers are open.  However, your abstract will not be registered unless you 
click “SUBMIT” on the last confirmation screen, even if saving process is carried out 
during the registration.  Before you click “SUBMIT”, all input will be deleted when all 
activated browsers are closed.   
 
“SUBMIT” 
After clicking “SUBMIT”, preserved contents is saved all the time even 
if you logout, so at the next attempt, you can re-input at the last installment. 

 
“RETURN” 
Do not use the built-in browser back button, as this may cause failure in the system. 
Use “RETURN” to go to the previous page.  

 

Abstract submission number: 
After submission, you will receive a confirmation e-mail with your abstract submission 
number.  This number is necessary for editing and viewing your abstract.  Do not forget 
this number.  If you do not receive this confirmation e-mail, there may be possibility that 
your abstract is not submitted properly.  In this case, contact cors2010@cs-oto.com for 
assistance.

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4.2     Add images to your abstract  
 

After you have entered the basic information for your abstract, you have to let us 
know if the abstract will contain an image. 

 
Maximum of 3 images can be included in each abstract. Each image must be in 
JPEG or GIF format and less than 5MB in size.  The frame size is W 75mm, 
adjustment is made automatically. The system does not accept image data with 
high resolution. 

 
Instruction to upload an image

the image.

The Sections of the abstract  
 
  Present the abstract in the following sequence, using the headings listed: 
 

Introduction:  
The introduction must contain a brief statement of the question, hypothesis, or objective. 

The opening paragraph should be understandable and of interest to both specialist and 

non-specialist alike.  

 
Materials and Methods:  
Methods, including statistical techniques; human experiments must note approval of an 
institutional review board and informed consent and animal experiments must note 
approval of an institutional review board conforming to the laws and regulations of the 
country of origin. 
 
Results:  
Essential results, including data, sample size and statistics are to be stated in 
this area. 
 
Discussion: 
Discussion, including limitations and conclusions within the framework  
of stated question, hypothesis, or objective. 
 
References / Acknowledgements: 

References and acknowledgements are optional. �  
Others: 
If you wish to add another section title in your abstract, choose “Others” and enter the name 
of the title in the right field.

Referees are also asked to indicate any 
potential conflict they might have reviewing a particular paper. if you have accepted any 
support such as funds or materials, tangible or in tangible, concerning with the research 
by the commercial party such as companies or investors, choose Yes, and state in this 
field the relation between you and the commercial party.
